The Nurturance Program

Purpose:

This is a Discipleship program designed to help set the foundation that was laid when an individual accepted the gift of salvation.  Jesus Christ being the chief cornerstone of that foundation.  

The setting of the foundation is activated by the teaching and exampling of basic foundational principles from the word of God.  These foundational truths will produce in those who are now children of God the ability to be steadfast, rooted, and built up in Jesus Christ.  They will become established in the faith, promoting within a foundation that can be built upon. 

The Nurturance Program consists of two components:

1. The Nurturance Network Support System

This is a network of individuals and families who will be nurturers for those desiring support as they continue their walk with Christ.  

2. Setting the Foundation Teaching Sessions

This teaching ministry is designed to help Gods' children become established in the faith. You will learn to walk in the maturing processes that began when you received Jesus Christ as Savior and Lord.  Through these teachings from the Holy Scriptures you will begin to understand what it means to be redeemed.  You will come to know God intimately and learn about the Holy Spirit and His ministry.  You will also learn how to walk in the character of God being conformed to the image of his Son Jesus the Christ.

The Nurturer (Foundation Supporters)

The Nurturer’s position:

The position of the Nurturer is as equally important to an individual as teaching foundational principles from the word of God.  The support given is essential for an individual to become established in the faith.  The word of God is the concrete that holds everything together causing a solid foundation. As reinforcement to the cement (the word) there must be supporters.  In the natural this would be the iron rods that are laid inside the concrete.  These rods help add structure and reinforce the cement which creates a stabilized foundation.  Therefore the position of the nurturer is to help be a stabilizer in the life of the individual entering into relationship with God.

The Nurturer’s Responsibility:

In order to be effective and better understand the responsibilities of the nurturer, we must first have proper (God’s) prospective on our responsibilities in relationship with one another.  As children of god we are commanded to love one another, this principle is seen though out 1st and 2nd John.  Let’s take a look a concept that has been disregarded from mans beginnings.

My Brothers Keeper


In the relationship of the first brothers in scripture, Cain and Abel, a lie from the enemy (Satan) was perpetuated and subsequently has been accepted by many believers.  “Am I my brother’s keeper?” Genesis 4:9.  The question posed to God by Cain attempts to deny his responsibility as the older brother to look after his younger brother’s well being.  In truth, Cain has not looked after his brother’s well being, but is also guilty of murdering him.  When there is a newly birthed individual added to the family, the parents are responsible for the infant's care.  In addition, the older sibling(s) share in the responsibility.  Therefore, the entire family is accountable for the infant's well-being and development.  So often in the Church there is a lack of understanding concerning the role we play in one another’s lives.  We take the attitude or disposition of Cain (neglect, denial of responsibility and murder/hate).  We believe there is no relation. The reality is that the degree of our relationship is rooted within the Spirit.  We are Spirit and blood related as brothers and sisters.  We are born of the same Spirit and washed through the blood of Jesus.  The same Father has seeded us and our relation exceeds the natural because it is divine and spiritual.  There is no closer relation.  We are brothers and sisters and we must understand that we are responsible for our well-being and spiritual development from birth to maturity.  The truth is we are our brother’s keeper.

Reference Scriptures for the Nurturer;

There is a desired goal in the development of Gods’ Children and that is to be revealed to creation as the sons of God.  Attaining this goal will require a continuous maturing or perfecting process which we must adhere to from the onset of birth into the family of God.  This position or maturity level does not occur haphazardly, there is a strategy.  We know that God is a God of order and not the author of confusion. God has empowered us to provide an atmosphere and environment that ensures that growth can and will take place.  We become cultivators of healthy spiritual growth for one another.  We realize that increase in our lives can only come from God, but we can not negate our responsibility (sowing seed, watering and preparing the soil of the heart).  You see God has not left us out of the process.  We are interdependent on one another and as a united people each one

doing his part as ordained by God we will be revealed to creation as sons of God. 

In the Nurturance Network Support System the nurturer’s responsibilities are not different from that of our responsibilities to one another as children of God.

We should be intentionally responsible for one another;

· Developing supportive relationships.

· Being available when necessary not when convenient.

· Being committed to prayer and intercession for individuals.  Keeping a hedge of protection around them.

· Being and encouragement through exhortation (speaking words that will edify and produce life from Gods word.) and actual exampling of being the sons of God.

Nurture’s Training

Example Follow-up Calls

1. First phone call

A. See how they are doing.

B. Make arrangements to meet with them to go over New Birth Package

C. If not attending a certain assembly, encourage them to go or invite then to yours.

D. Verify if there is a need for transportation.

E. Ask if you can pray with then concerning their recent decision.

2. Second call

A. Make sure they understand the New Birth information package.  

B. Discussion-time to talk.

1. See how they are doing.

2. Talk about the recent decision to enter into relationship with God.

3. Don’t be forceful!

C. Invite them to fellowship at an assembly of the church (tell them about ministries available to them) and encourage their fellowship at you home, etc

D. Prayer- Is there any thing I can pray with you for?

E. Close call

1. Make sure they have a contact # to reach you.

2. Ask if you can call from time to time to see how you are doing?

3. Make sure they know you are available if they need you.
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Nurture’s Training (cont.)

Nurtures should share with new believer scriptures about salvation and affirmation of their relationship with God.
